üStates& EPA must incorporate the new 
ELG requirements into any 
construction permit issued after 
February 1, 2010

¸ States are not required to reopen their 
existing permits prior to expiration

¸ States may choose to reopen their 
permits earlier

¸ State permits have varying expiration 
dates

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General ELG Requirements

üAll construction sites subject to permits must 
implement erosion & sediment controls and 
pollution prevention measures

üPhase-in requirement for sites to sample 
stormwater discharges and comply with a 
numeric effluent limitation of 280 nephelometric 
turbidity units (NTU).

¸ As of Aug. 1, 2011, sites disturbing 20+ acres at once

¸ As of Feb. 2, 2014, sites disturbing 10+ acres at once

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Non-Numeric Requirements 

üErosion and Sediment Controls
¸ Provide & maintain natural buffers around 

surface waters

¸ Direct stormwater to vegetated areas, unless 
infeasible;

¸ Minimize soil compaction and preserve 
topsoil, unless infeasible

¸ Minimize erosion at outlets, downstream channel 
and streambanks;

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Non-Numeric Requirements 

ü Erosion and Sediment Controls

üSoil Stabilization
¸ Initiate stabilization of disturbed areas 

immediately whenever clearing, grading, 
excavating or other earth disturbing activities 
have ceased permanently or ceased 
temporarily (14 calendar days). 

¸ Employ alternative stabilization 
measures where vegetative stabilization is 
infeasible.
