Gasoline and diesel contamination account for over
50% of sites in Washington.

Goals is to improve the characterization of sites with
petroleum only contamination

Includes step-by-step instructions for developing
Method B cleanup levels using petroleum fractions

Describes options for demonstrating compliance
Includes updated soil reuse criteria
Draft for public comment expected October 30, 2009
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In the works: Guidance for protecting
plants and critters

A terrestrial ecological evaluation (TEE) is required at all
cleanup sites.

At most sites the TEE results in an exclusion (meaning
no further evaluation needed)

Many sites can perform a simplified TEE
Some sites must conduct a site-specific TEE

Guidance will give examples, flow charts, decision
matrices.

Ecology can provide technical assistance on simplified
or site-specific TEEs.

The relationship between rule and
guidance is one of balance

— Consistent predictable standards
— Flexibility to address site-specific situations
